Wimbledon, the home of tennis
The first Wimbledon tennis championship was in 1877. At first it was all-English. Now it is international, and the last English men's champion was Fred Perry in 1936!

The youngest player at Wimbledon was Kathy Rinaldi in 1981: she was only fourteen. Boris Becker was seventeen when he became men's champion in 1985. The youngest women's champion was fifteen-year-old Lottie Dod a few years ago ... in 1887!

Martina Navratilova

One of the greatest Wimbledon champions.

1956 Born in Prague, in Czechoslovakia.

1965 Started playing tennis.

1978 Wimbledon champion for the first time.

1981 Became an American citizen.

1984 Won the 'Grand Slam'. (Wimbledon, the US, French and Australian championships in one year).
1990 Wimbledon champion for the ninth time (a record).

She earned almost $20 million from tennis. 
John McEnroe

John McEnroe was a great Wimbledon champion, too. He won 3 times, between 1981 and 1984. He had a very fast service and he was a clever, original player. But most people remember him for something else. He was extremely bad-tempered. He often got angry with the umpire. He often threw his racket on the ground. He often complained about decisions. When his ball was out, he shouted, ‘The ball was IN!' When the other player's ball was in, he shouted, 'The ball was OUT!' He often said to the umpire, 'You cannot be serious!'

The word 'brat' means a naughty, noisy child. People often called John McEnroe a brat, or even a 'super-brat'!

Shannon speaks

Shannon Miller is one of the best US gymnasts. She won five medals in the 1992 Olympic Games - at the age of fourteen! Here are Shannon's answers to a journalist's questions.
